tales. The programme of the festival contains competitions and performances of folk art groups, a fair of
crafts and souvenirs, master classes in traditional folk crafts and Russian cuisine (12. COMPETE). The
participants usually wear national costumes and come to the festival with a whole family.



2. The Carnival of Venice is the (13. OLD) of all the carnivals of the planet and one of the most famous
in the world. This costumed masquerade ball is held in Venice. The (14. TRADITION) Venice Carnival lasts
for more than two weeks - the date of its opening depends on the beginning of Catholic Lent. For 12 days,
Venice with its streets and squares, canals, gondoliers and bridges turns into a gigantic stage with
decorations. Bubbles of fun, non-stop music, sleepless nights, a parade of decorated boats and gondolas on
the Grand Canal, and thousands of masks make the festival a spectacular event.

3. The Rio Carnival is an annual festival in Brazil. The carnival, which (15. COME) from the festival of
Portuguese Shrovetide, is considered an act of farewell to meat treats. The largest national holiday of the
country has been held for about two hundred years. Today the carnival (16. TURN) into a battle of samba
schools, a bright show in stunning costumes, a brilliant theater (17. PERFORM). One of the traditions is to
choose the king and queen of the carnival. The jury selects the best dancers; the winners get a prize of
hundreds of thousands of dollars. That is the reason for participants to try hard to prepare for the event.

4. Holi Festival of Colors is the most (18. COLOUR) celebration in the world which takes place in
India. Holi is a centuries-old national tradition. This religious holiday does not have an exact date; it can be
held in February or March. At Holi, people welcome spring, pay tribute to ancient gods, and just have fun.
This colorful action symbolizes the victory of good over evil. It all starts with a bonfire, the sacred flame
which “burns” evil, then the fun begins. People throw paint in the air and at each other. The incredible
energy of joy and happiness is so contagious that today it (19. CELEBRATE) in many countries of the
world.

5. La Tomatina is an annual holiday held at the end of August in Spain. The festival lasts for a week and
includes musical performances, a fair, a parade, dancing and fireworks. Thousands of people come from
different countries to participate in the tomato battle. The night before the tomato battle, a paella contest is
held. During the battle people throw tomatoes at each other. To avoid (20. INJURY) tomatoes must be
crushed before throwing. After the battle, the walls of the surrounding houses turn red, and the tomato slurry
cover the pavements. Then the cleaning process begins, the streets are cleaned by fire trucks and participants
wash (21. THEY) in the river.

6. The Lantern Festival is held in China on the 15th day of the (22. ONE) month of the lunar calendar.
It marks the end of the Spring Festival or the traditional New Year. This is one of the oldest holidays in
China.

Every year,
thousands of different lanterns are made for the holiday, many of which are true works of art. Sounds made
by (23.

(1) Jerome Klapka Jerome was an English writer and humorist, famous for the comic travelogue

Three Men in a Boat. Jerome was born in Walsall, England. He was the fourth child of an ironmonger and
lay preacher. He had two sisters, Paulina and Blandina, and one brother, Milton, who died at an early age.
Jerome was registered as Jerome Clapp Jerome, like his father's name, and the Klapka appears to be a later
variatiob. The family fell into poverty owing to bad investments in the local mining industry, an experience
that Jerome described vividly in his autobiography My Life and Times.

(2) The young Jerome attended St Marylebone Grammar School. He wished to go into politics
or be a man of letters, but the death of his father when Jerome was 13 and of his mother when he was 15
forced him to quit his studies and find work to support himself. He was employed at the London and North
Western Railway, initially collecting coal that fell along the railway, and he remained there for four years.

3) Jerome was inspired by his older sister’s love for the theatre, and he decided to try his hand
at acting in 1877, under the stage name Harold Crichton. He joined a troupe that produced plays often
drawing on the actors' own resources to purchase costumes and props. After three years on the road with no
evident success, the 21-year-old Jerome decided that he had enough of stage life and sought other
occupations. Finally, in 1885, he had some success with a collection of humorous essays. They were
published in the newly founded magazine, Home Chimes.

4) On 21 June 1888, Jerome married Georgina Elizabeth Henrietta Stanley Marris. The
honeymoon took place on the Thames "in a little boat™, a fact that was to have a significant influence on his
next and most important work, Three Men in a Boat. Jerome sat down to write Three Men in a Boat as soon
as the couple returned from their honeymoon. In the novel, his wife was replaced by his longtime friends
George and Harris.

(5 Jerome managed to create hilarious situations which were connected to the history of the
Thames region. The book, published in 1889, became an instant success and has never been out of print. Its
popularity was such that the number of registered Thames boats went up fifty percent in the year following
its publication, and it contributed significantly to the Thames becoming a tourist attraction. In its first twenty
years alone, the book sold over a million copies worldwide.

(6) With the financial security that the sales of the book provided, Jerome was able to dedicate
all of his time to writing. He wrote a number of plays, essays, and novels, but was never able to recapture the
success of Three Men in a Boat. In 1892, he became the editor of The Idler. In 1893, he founded To-Day,
but had to withdraw from both publications because of financial difficulties. In 1898, a short stay in
Germany inspired Jerome to write Three Men on the Bummel, the sequel to Three Men in a Boat. The book,
however, was not very successful.

(7) In 1926, Jerome published his autobiography, My Life and Times. He spent more time at his
farmhouse near Wallingford. In June 1927 Jerome suffered a paralytic stroke. He lay in Northampton
General Hospital for two weeks before dying on 14 June. His gravestone reads "For we are labourers
together with God". A small museum dedicated to this talented writer and his works was opened in 1984 at
his birth home in Walsall, but it closed in 2008, and the contents were returned to Walsall Museum.
